Sailing Instructions
420 & Laser Lagniappe Regatta

November 28-29, 2008
la·gniappe (lān'yap, lān-yāp') n. an old Creole word for "something extra."
1 – Organizing Authority: New Orleans Yacht Club

2– Rules:
2.1 All races will be governed by The Racing Rules of Sailing 2005-2008, the Prescriptions of the United States Sailing Association, except where altered by these instructions.

2.2 Class rules shall apply.

2.3 ISAF Equipment Rules of Sailing apply.
2.4 The regatta is designated Category C in accordance with ISAF Regulation 20.
2.5 The 5 minute starting sequence shall apply as defined in RRS 26.  A warning signal shall be made one minute prior to the starting sequence.
3 – Eligibility: 
3.1 Entries must be received by the end of registration.

3.2 Invited Classes: Two Club 420 classes: one with spinnakers and trapeze and the other without (Collegiate/High School style).  Three Laser classes: Full-rig, Radial and 4.7.

3.3 Four boats will be required for a class.

3.4 Sailors may not have reached their 19th birthday by the time of the end of the regatta. 
4 - Safety:  

4.1 All boats are required to check in and sail starboard to hail the committee boat with their sail number the morning of each race.
4.2 A boat withdrawing from the race shall notify the Race Committee, as soon as possible when doing so.  Failure to do so will be scored DSQ for the entire series.  This also applies to a boat that has registered to race and does not race.

4.3 All competitors shall wear United States Coast Guard approved life jackets or personal flotation devices (PFD) at all times while on the water.
5 Schedule and Registration: 

5.1 Friday & Saturday November 28-29: First Warning Signal at 1000 each day. 420’s and Lasers will sail on the same course with separate starts. On Saturday no warning signal shall be made after 1500.  Award ceremony to follow Saturday’s race.

5.2 Number of races planned: Multiple races planned each day. Seven races will be attempted.
6. Signals Made Ashore: 

6.1  Signals made ashore will be displayed at the New Orleans Yacht Club.

6.2  When Flag AP is displayed ashore, '1 minute' is replaced with 'not less than 45 minutes' in Race Signal AP.

7 – Notices and Changes in Sailing Instructions:  Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board at NOYC.  Any changes to the sailing instructions will be posted no later than 9:00 AM on race day, or on the water [RRS 88.2(c)].

8 – Classes and Class Flags: Class flags will be White for the 420s and Green for Lasers.  The will be one start for all 420s and one start for all Lasers.  420s will start first, Lasers second.
9 – The Course: The Race Committee will display the course, direction and distance prior to each race.  Course “W1” will be windward-leeward-finish.  Course “W2” will be windward-leeward-windward-leeward-finish.  The racing area will be announced at the skippers meeting.
10 - Starting Line and Sequence:  The starting line will be between an orange line flag on the Race Committee boat at the starboard end and the orange pin mark at the port end.  

11 – Finish Line:  The finish line will be between an orange line flag on the Race Committee boat at the starboard end and an orange mark at the port end.  The Race Committee will display a blue flag at the finish line.
12 – Time Limit:  The time limit for each class is two hours.  Boats failing to finish, either within 30 minutes after the first boat in her class finishes, or after the time limit, whichever is later will be scored DNF.  This changes RRS 35.  

13 – Protest:  All protesting boats shall fly a protest flag in an obvious location, additionally, inform the Race Committee finish boat upon finishing, or if unable to finish, at first reasonable opportunity, of the sail number(s) or otherwise identify the protested boat(s).  This changes RRS 61.
13.1 All protests must be filed on a protest form (available at NOYC) no later than one hour after the Race Committee Boat docks.  Parties to a protest shall provide their own Rule Book.  Each party will have five (5) minutes to plea their case with a five (5) minute rebuttal.  After which, the protest chairman will make a decision for the purpose of the award presentation.  A regular protest committee will hear the protest if damage occurs, but at a later date.  This changes RRS 61.

14 Scoring: 

14.1 The Low Point System of Appendix A will apply except as amended below. 
14.2 If 5 or more races are completed, the worse score shall be discarded.
14.3 Visit http://noyc.org for online results to be posted as soon as possible.   Results will also be posted on the official notice board at NOYC.
15 – Prizes:  Prizes will be awarded to each boat that places 1st, 2nd and 3rd for each class and 1st, 2nd and 3rd overall in a fleet.
