2. RULES 



This regatta will be governed by the 2009-2012 Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the Prescriptions of U.S. Sailing, the GYA Regulations for Sanctioned Events (which can be found at http://www.gya.org/Administrative/regs.htm#_Toc97274575). In the event of a conflict, the Sailing Instructions will govern. 
3. ENTRIES            
3.1 All entrants must register and race PHRF Spinnaker.
3.2 All entrants must have a current, valid PHRF certificate.

3.3 Eligible boats may enter by completing the online registration available on http://NOYC.org with
        payment of the registration fee prior to the competitors meeting.
3.4 No later than the competitors’ meeting, a completed Entry Form (including crew list)

6. NUMBER of RACES   3 Races will be scheduled in accordance with the GYA Regulations for Sanctioned Events. 

                                    
No starts after 1530hrs on Saturday 5/22.  No starts after 1400hrs on Sunday 5/23. One race shall constitute a series.
                                    

7. SCORING                   The RRS Low Point System (RRS A4) shall be used. However, no scores shall be excluded. This changes RRS A2.  
 

8. PRIZES                        Daily and Overall Prizes will be awarded for 1st, 2nd, & 3rd 

 

9. RACING AREA          
The racing area will be located on the South shore of Lake Pontchartrain. The course will utilize floating marks and will be posted from the stern of the Committee Boat including direction to the windward mark.  All races will be windward leeward identified by W1,W2, W3 to indicate the number of laps.

10. TIME LIMIT

Boats failing to finish within one (1) hour after the first boat sails the course and finishes shall be scored Did Not Finish. This changes RRS 35 and A4.

11. MARKS



The race course marks will be temporary inflatable orange marks. New marks, when used in accordance with instruction 15, will be yellow marks. In a subsequent change a new mark will be replaced with an original mark.

12. START

12.1    The starting line will be between a mast or staff displaying an orange flag on the race committee boat and the nearby mark. 
12.2 Before the warning signal for the first race of the day, each boat shall sail past the stern of the race committee boat and hail her class and sail number, which will be acknowledged by the race committee. This activity is to assist the race committee in accounting for participating boats on the water, and for safety reasons; this does not relieve each boat from requirements of article 2 of these instructions. A boat failing to check in with the race committee as described above will be notified of infringement and for any subsequent infringement may be scored "Did Not Start" (DNS).
12.3    Boats whose warning signal has not been made shall avoid the starting area.

12.3 A boat starting later than five minutes after its starting signal will be scored Did Not Start. This changes rule A4.1.
13. RECALLS



Rule 29.2 (Individual), is changed to include that the race committee may also attempt to hail the sail numbers of recalled boats, and may further attempt to hail each boat after it has returned to the pre-start side of the starting line. Failure to hear a hail is not grounds for protest. Race committee will use a loudhailer as well as VHF channel 68.

14.  SHORTENING OR ABANDONING AFTER THE START

14.1 Rule 32 is altered to provide that the course shall not be shortened to fewer than two legs. 
14.2    If a class flag(s) is displayed from the race committee boat along with abandoning or shortening signal, the action applies only to the class(es) displayed. If there is no class flag(s) displayed, the action applies to all classes.
15. SPECTATOR AND SUPPORT BOATS

Spectator and support boats shall keep well clear of all competitors’ boats while racing, shall not create wakes that interfere with any competitor and shall stay a minimum of 100 yards from all competitor boats while racing. Competitors associated with spectator and support boats found in violation of this paragraph are subject to penalty, including disqualification.
16.  CHANGE OF THE POSITION OF THE NEXT MARK

To change the position of the next mark, the race committee will lay a new mark (or move the finishing line) and remove the original mark as soon as practicable. The change will be signaled before the leading boat has begun the leg, although the new mark may not yet be in position. Any mark to be rounded after rounding the new mark may be relocated without further signaling to maintain the course configuration. When in a subsequent change a new mark is replaced, it will be replaced by an original mark.
17. THE FINISH 



The finish line shall be between the start/finish mark and the committee boat and shall be crossed in the direction from the prior windward mark. The committee boat may relocate prior to the finish.
18.  CLASS FLAGS
Class flags will be announced at the skippers meeting. 
19. RADIO COMMUNICATION

Race committee will use radio transmissions on channel 68.
